PRHP), Nga Hoe Tuputupuattawhiti (NZAID) and the Secretariat of the Pacific Community
(SPC), with additional support from the Global Fund to fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria.

Reach

TheLove Patrséries has been broadcast on televisionghout the Pacific in countries including:
Vanuatu, Fiji, Papua New Guinea, America Samoa, Kiribati, Samoa and the Solomon Islands. In
addition to this, the Love Patrol DVD and resource guide has been distributed to a wide range of
places including schepl universities, community groups, -gowernment organisations,
government departments, hospitals and health clinics throughout the countries listed below:

was notably high amongst youth and young women in particular, which are both identified as
vulnerable groups to HIV and sexually transmitted infections (STIs) and are thus key target groups

/Impact

Both the qualitative and quantitatteenponents of the research undertaken suggested changes in
knowledge and attitudes once participants had viewed the series. The research also draws out
participantsd i nt e hdve Patdbsbdemahgge success. Pgopldhave deen o u
exposed to issues that are rarely talked about in the Pacific. The use of the soap format has brought
'tabu’ topics into people's living rooms and raised discussion about HIV amongst ordinary people in
many Pacific countries.

Vanuatu

Survey

A significanproportion of the participants surveyed in Vanuatu had seerPatr(88.0%). One

of the key aspects of the show that participants identified with was its realistic quality; in this way,
viewers were able to identify with the characters and the messageinicated. Another key
element identified by participants in the survey was that Love Patrol served as an effective vehicle in
promoting dialogue and communication, with one participant commenting:

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Resource Guided Workshop Survey

Teachers, students and NGO groups participated in the workshop. The teacher participants
conveyed that the resource would be helpful for thdergtuin both their understanding of life

today and will provide them with valuable lessons to draw on for their lives in the future. One of the

A strong majority of the NGO participants indicated that they had increased their knowledge and
reported hAving engaged in dialogue on issues they had not discussed before.

An overwhelming 96.0% of participants who had seen the series thought positively of it. The Fiji
survey —results also highlightedf theeesbopw!

positive, it is also essential if viewers are to effectively identify strategies for addressing social issues
relevant to their own contsexand needs.

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Resource Guided Workshop Suvey

The response from both teachers and students attending the workshop was very encouraging, with
many of the teachers reporting back that they had been able to impart the knowledge they had
gained from the workshop on the resource guide to other seathleeir school (who had not
attended the workshop). The very fact that teachers reported returning back to their schools and
telling other teachers about the content of the workshop is reflective of both the sucdesgeof the
Patrolseries, the accommying teachers guide, the facilitator and the workshop. Within the
workshop sensitive issues were discussed including: rape, relationships and adultery, with many
participants commenting that they found this discussion valuable. This workshop atéedhighlig
intention to change behaviour.

The Solomon Islands

Resource Guided Workshop Survey

The majority of teachers conveyed that the discussions that took place during the workshops were
productive and felt the materials were an excellent way to bringoatarit message to their
students. There were however, barriers relating to electricity, class time restraints and administration
which make it difficult for the materials to be utilized as effectively as possible.

Wan Smolbag Theatre

Wan Smilbag began in Port Vila in 1989 as an amateur theatre group comprisisghmdl,
unemployed youth coached by an expatriate drama teacher. Nineteen years later WSB has a core
group of 16 professionatvianuatu actors, an additional three small thgratrps on outer islands

and local expertise in filming, lighting, recording, sound effects, music and project management. It
develops, produces and uses high quality theatre, film and radio productions to inform, raise
community awareness and encouragkcpliscussion and action on a range of youth, conservation

and governance issues. These include youth unemployment, domestic violence, HIV/AIDS,
educati on, sexual and reproductive health, €
responsibilit® Wan Smolbag productions, support materials, services and training are in increasing
demand in Pacific Island countries and internationally.

The organisation now has a large repertoire of plays, five full length films, 16 videos, ten episodes of
the TV pogrammeLove Patradnd 384 episodes of Famili Blong Serah a weekly radio drama, in
addition to a wide range of supporting materials and comics around key themes designed to assist

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discussion. All focus on critical commubéiged development issues. iffaBlong Serah is
transmitted nationally as well as on ABC Radio National.

Love Patrold TV Series

Love Patrol is set in a typical Pacific police station. HIV does not become a major focus until
episode 6. The central reason for this was to hook pduplaay be deterred by the HIV focus.
Stories collected from around the Pacific through workshops and from the nurses and peer
educators at Wan Smolbag's reproductive health clinic informed the series.

Love Patrol series 1 has been a huge success. RBeepbedn exposed to issues that are rarely
talked about in the Pacific. The use of the soap format has brought 'tabu’ topics into people's living
rooms; this medium has served as an effective vehicle informing and fostering discussion about HIV
amongst orichary people in many Pacific countries.

Love Patrold Resource Guide

TV does not reach outside of towns, fortunately however, many rural schools have access to

The potential impact the series will have
therefore becomes much greater, this is particularly the case when compared to the short life of the
ten week seriegred on television (which will not reach people outside of towns).

Research methodology

Research applied a combination of quantitatiyv

addressed and monitored through street surveys, focus groups sessions, workshops, anecdotes anc
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community documentatiommportantly these methods have proven to be valuable in establishing a
foundation for assessing the efficadyook Patrol

Quantitative research

The quantitative data was derived from street surveys conducted in both Vanuatu and Fiji. The
surveys were pgrised of 10 structured and oed questions. The interviews occurred
between the interviewer and interviewee (face to face). The questions were read out by the
interviewer who recorded the answers (as opposed to the surveys being completedtindspenden

the respondent). Conducting the surveys in this way increases inclusivity particularly for participants
who may have low literacy levels.

Addi tional surveys were also conducted with
knowledge, attitudand behaviours. A baseline survey was first conducted prior to participants
watching Love Patrol, upon having viewed the ten part series of Love Patrol, the participant then
completed the baseline survey for the second time. While the survey sanepfedios tiroups

surveys was significantly smaller than the street surveys and is by no means statistically significant in
size, the focus groups interviewed were indicative of the target audience and the results drew
attention to important changes in knalgke attitudes and behavioural intention.

Qualitative research

The qualitative component comprised focus group discussions (FGDs) and workdlumes on
Patrobnd the accompanying resource guide. FGDs were conducted with students from the police
collegeah t eacher ds coll ege in March 2008. Each F
and AIDS but also provided room for the discussion of other topics depending on the ideas of each
group.

Also critical to the qualitative component of research wererktshoms which were conducted in

Vanuatu, Fiji and the Solomon Islands. A resource guide for series one was produced which was
then pretested with teachers, studentssgonearnment organizations (NGOs) and community

groups in Vanuatu, Fiji and the Solonslands. Workshops were run in rural as well as urban
settings and participants were taken through the draft booklet and asked to make comments so the
booklet could be changed to make it more usable for the participants. This process ensured the
gudewas esponsive to participantsd needs and con
The activities undertaken in the workshops consisted of many small group discussions, short reading
passages from the film and debates which drew on the thdmightédythroughout the series.

The feedback and anecdotes that resulted from the workshops has provided Wan Smolbag with a
deeper understanding of teachers, student s, N
they face particularly in regardsefwroductive health education.
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Vanuatu

Street surveys

A total of 814 people participated in the street surveys undertaken in Vanuatu; the age and gender
distribution of survey participants is presented in the below table. There are a significant proportion
of participants in the age range e2QYears of age (65.3%); this is not surprising when considering
that almost 50% of the population in Vanuatu is under the age of 20 years.

During the month of March 2008, students currently enrolled at the Vanuatu Police Force College
and Vanuatu Teacherds Coll ege were asked to g
participants peeption ofLove Patrdh addition, a key aim of the survey was to examine whether

once having viewed the series participants had changes in knowledge and attitudes; and to determine
whether this would affect any behavioural change. A combined totatuzfed8s participated in

the assessment.

Each college was given a copy of thelfirng¢ Patreéries on DVD and a survey containing short
answer questions and a list of knowledge and attitude statements relating to HIV and AIDS which
the participants kato agree with or disagree with. The participants completed a survey prior to
watching the series and then again once having viewed the Isevie®afriol its entirety.

There were almost an even proportion of police college participants (479%)amdh er 6 s c ol
participants (52.1%) taking part in the focus group survey. While the proportion of Male and Female
teacherds college students participating 1in
respectively), there was a notably higlmportion of male police college students (33.3%) when
compared to their female counterparts (14.6%). That is, overall there was a significantly higher
proportion of males (60.4%) participating in the focus group survey when compared to females
(39.6%).

Prior to watching the series, exactly half of the participants (50.0%) indicated that they had not been
tested for HIV. Intergtingly, after participants had viewed the Love Patrol series there was a 4.2%
increase in the proportion of participants that indicated they had not been tested for HIV (54.2%).
While this is not a significant difference it is an indication that aftey thwetched the series
participants may have had a better understanding of what an HIV test was or may have felt more

It is important to note that there was not a significant change in the proportion of participants who
indicated they would have an Hi&st after watching the series (64.6%) when compared to
participantsd response prior to watching the

watching the series), there was a notable increase (of 8.0%) in the proportion of participants who
recorded that they would not be tested. These results may signal that the series brought fears to the
fore for people, the fear for instance of the setigtha often associated with having HIV and

having a better understanding of HIV and AIDS participants felt that their behaviour did not
warrant the need tee tested.

While this was only a slight increase, this increase teamed witredise ioic participants who
indicated they had avoided risky behaviour provides an indication to some extent of the lack of
comprehensive information participants may have previously had on the subject of HIV.
